To keep you “in the know”, here are recent developments in the life 
of Second Church.  
  

First, a new staffing model  has been approved that  
1) maintains the existing positions of 
Parish Nurse (Jackie Graves) 
Associate Pastor for Special Ministries (Steve Palmer) 
Pastor/Head of Staff (me) 
Director of Children’s Ministry (Tina Harris) 
Director of Child Care (Joann Atcher),  
Custodial staff (Bob Destefano, John Thomas, Rick Zudonyi,     
     Charles Crutcher) 
Music staff (Gary Anderson, Martha Anderson [interim]),  
     Donna Phillips, and  
Office Staff (Shawn Ray and Paulette Domingo); 
2) redefines and expands the positions of 
Director of Finance and Administration (Mollie Sawyer) and  
Director of Christian Ed. and Spiritual Formation (Diane Banasiak);  
3) seeks to fill the positions of 
Associate Pastor for Youth Ministry Mission and 
possible part-time positions of Director of Outreach and Involvement 
and Director of Youth Club (after school program for grades 3-5); 
and  
4) does not fill but redistributes the work of two former positions: 
Associate Pastor and Church Cook. 
 

Second, beginning September 20, we will offer a third morning 
worship  service  in the sanctuary from 9:45 – 10:30 a.m.  This 
shortened service will be led primarily by me, will utilize solos 
instead of a choir and the piano more than the organ, will not offer a 
Time with the Children (as we expect our children to attend Sunday 
school), and will offer a third worship opportunity on Sunday 
mornings in the hopes of taking some of the capacity pressure off of 
the 11:00 service as well as increasing our total weekly worship 
involvement.   
 

Third, in an attempt to make our building more user-friendly to 
outside groups  and thus increase our visibility and communicate a 
better sense of welcome, our Session and Trustees are allowing 
outside groups to use the church without a fee unless the size of the 
group or the needs of the group justify a nominal fee to offset costs 
incurred.  We hope this will enhance our outreach to people outside 
our church walls.

Children’s Church School (K - 5th grade)  - Godly Play: Come experience the Parables of Jesus this summer like you 
never have before. What is Godly Play? Godly Play is an interpretation of Montessori religious education. It is an 
imaginative approach that challenges, supports, nourishes, and guides the spiritual quest of children and adults.      

The Gospel is presented in every worship service, but Gospel Music is not!  On 
June 14, at both the 8:30 and 11:00 services, our a dult choir will present 
“Gospel Mass” by Robert Ray .  The choir will sing the Kyrie, Gloria, Sanctus 
and Agnus Dei sections of a traditional Mass, and the Credo will be 
spoken.

major part of worship on June 14.   
 
The adult choir is excited about leading worship with Robert Ray’s “Gospel Mass” before the choir 
takes a short holiday.  Recruitment (yes, I have mentioned this before) of new choir members 
resumes in August.

Summer is probably most peoples’ 
favorite season. Hotter weather and 
more time outdoors can create 
more health and safety risks.  Some 
areas of potential danger include.... 
 

Sun and Summer Heat:  
  -keep well-hydrated while outside, and watch for 
symptoms such as thirst, dizziness, headaches, cramps, 
and fatigue.   
  -playground equipment can get hot enough to burn 
children, so test them first before letting children use 
them.  
  -sunblock and sunscreen need to be reapplied every 
few hours to all exposed areas to avoid sunburns.  
 

Water Safety: 
  -always supervise children around water even if they 
can swim. 
  -always wear a life vest when on a lake or river. 
  -remember water is reflective of the suns rays, and 
severe sunburns can occur if sunscreen isn't applied 
regularly.  
  
Other Summer Safety Tips:  
     -keep younger kids away from lawn mowers.  The 
American Academy of Pediatrics advises kids younger 
than 16 should not be allowed on riding mowers; younger 
than 12 should not use walk-behind mowers.  
    -use insect repellant when necessary.  Do a daily tick 
check, especially if in or near wooded areas. 
    -remember safety gear, such as helmets and pads, for 
bikes, skateboards, or scooters.  
    -don't eat foods that have been left out for more than 1 
hour at picnics or barbeques. 
   -remember to childproof wherever you stay on 
vacations or relatives homes.
